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       What is it?

Unlike Bobby, CynthiaSays and other accessibility tools, it does not extrapolate an accessibility rating from the results - it assists you, the owner of the site, to do that.

       Why doesn’t it give me an accessibility rating?
PurpleCop may know your site better than you, but you know why your site behaves the way it does. That's why PurpleCop doesn't presume to give you an accessibility rating. Only you can decide whether that image with an empty alt attribute doesn't need a description, whether the javascript has a suitable alternative, and whether table headers are appropriate for a particular table.

       How do I use it?
PurpleCop first downloads your site and then generates a number of streamlined reports that allow you to easily review your site for compliance with certain checkpoints. These reports are in HTML format and you can easily examine them alongside your site.
